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Dear Friends and Supporters of Fulcrum,

Many are asking about the impact of the recent downturn in the 
world economy on the Fulcrum Foundation.

Like many other institutions, the Fulcrum Foundation expects that 
our endowments will most likely suffer losses this year, perhaps 
even a reduction in their corpus. The good news is that Fulcrum 
has enough cash reserves and pledges receivable from the 
“immediate gifts” portion of our campaign to fund our programs 
and operations for at least two years without relying on endowment 
revenue or additional major gifts. 

As planned, our annual fundraising will supplement endowment 
earnings and pay for operations. If possible, we will even expand 
assistance at a time when it is more needed than ever and support 
our operations while keeping a prudent cushion of reserves on 
hand. 

All of this is possible thanks to the generosity of our donors, 
who recognize the excellence and contribution of our Catholic 
schools not only to the Church but also to the people of western 
Washington. We are grateful to them and to the teachers, staff 
and administration of our schools, who serve our children with 
faith and love and give all of us hope.

Campaign Nearing the Finish Line
The Embracing Our Legacy capital campaign is nearing a successful 
conclusion. Currently, campaign fundraising 
has resulted in 2,700 gifts received for a 
total of $35,373,833, or 88% of our $40 
million goal. Major gift solicitations 
of individuals and foundations 
will continue through the end of 
December. 

We are grateful for the strong 
leadership of our campaign 
chairs, Mike and Mary 
Lee, and our Board of 
Trustees as we complete the 
largest Archdiocesan campaign ever.
